30 Foundation course: Drawing

The drawing of still-life subjects enables artists

to record the temporal nature of objects, such

as fruit or flowers, by observing the qualities of

light, or the delicacy and structure of the

subject, or to describe it in a state of decay.

Drawing a still life offers a manageable arena,

in which apparently modest relationships can

be teased out.  The genre has also helped

artists such as Braque and Picasso in the Cubist

period (c1907-14) to explore the language

needed to depict the essential qualities of the

subject. Cezanne's oranges on a tabletop have

a clear link both with his bathers, and his

Provencal landscapes.  This kind of drawing

seeks to understand formal relationships

without being overburdened with a complex

synthesis of form to subject.

Drawing from still life
The genre of still-life quite literally gives the artist time to see life held in
suspension. The world moves so fast that our ability to record it with any
degree of factual accuracy is often lost. An art school witticism is that 'it may
be nature morte, but it's still life', parodying the great French artists who used
still-life as an essential part of their practice, from Chardin to Braque.

The History and Purposes of Drawing 31

There are, of course, artists for whom the

still life is an end in itself, and the carefully

modulated images, made by Morandi, are an

example of still lifes, which transcend their

modest subject matter. So, still-life drawings can

fall into two categories, they can  either provide

universal information about how a form exists

in space, or seek to establish very particular

elements for examination.  

It is important to identify what it is that you

would wish to understand from a still-life.

Objects should be brought together primarily for

their formal properties, rounded, square, sharp,

thin, soft, hard, light, heavy, fragmented, liquid,

clear, opaque etc and a drawing seeks to clarify

this property whilst opening up potentially new

relationships. For example in order to explore

the modulation of light falling across a rounded

form, the subject of an egg, or eggs, provides a

perfect opportunity.  The egg becomes a basic

building block, which stands as a surrogate for

all rounded forms, and an essential building

block for anyone with aspirations to make

naturalistic drawings from a figure.

Most of the time the still-life grouping is

seen from a fixed point, but at the beginning of

the last century artists were interested in re-

positioning themselves in relation to a still-life

and began to physically move around the

subject.  This would offer new and exciting

combinations as spacially complex objects, eg: a

chair, could be re-formed in relation to a flat

surface, as one examined it from different

angles.  It may be interesting to note that an

egg would offer less potential for this kind of

drawing, so, object selection is important.

OPPOSITE: Start with one egg. This exercise is very simple
and will get you used to describing the modulation of
tone across a rounded surface. Two eggs allow a
relationship to exist between two rounded forms and a
flat plane; three eggs allows for a development of the
space between objects. The three eggs and the material
let you explore changing surfaces.

ABOVE : As you let the pencil move swiftly around the
paper, start very generally to lasso the roundness of
the forms. This movement should be made lightly and
the tone increased gradually as you become more
certain of where things are placed.
